
 
 

CWSA ID Card Photo Submission Requirements 
 

Photo Basics: 

1. Submit a clear, colour photo, taken within the last 6 months. 
2. Use a clear image of your face. Do not use filters commonly used on social media 
3. Have someone else take your photo or use a tri-pod/self-timer. No selfies. 
4. Look directly at the camera. Shoulders should be square to the camera. 
5. Take off your eyeglasses for the photo (unless you wear them when you play). there 

cannot be any glare or flash reflected. 
6. Use a light neutral coloured background without shadows, texture or lines. 

 

Photo Tips: 

- There should be ample space around your head to allow room for cropping. 
- Submit a high quality photo. 
- Make sure the photo is sharp without any visible blur, shadows, pixels, etc. 
- Your face must be fully visible. You may not wear hats or head coverings, except for 

religious or medical purposes. 
- Face the camera with your head centered in the frame and not tilted. 
- You may smile for your photo. 
- If you wear glasses, they can remain on for the photo. However, tinted glasses are 

unacceptable even if your eyes are visible in the picture. 

At the sole discretion of the CWSA, your submitted photo may be rejected and 
you may be required to attend the CWSA office in person to have your photo 
taken and your card issued.
